Guidelines

1.  Visit your school or public library prior to selecting a research project to see what resources are available.

2.  Select an important individual from history, science, architecture, literature or fine arts to research, taking into consideration the following:

a) Is there enough information available to write a report on this person?

b) Can I explain how this person is/was important?
c) Will I be able to find at least 3 books or articles about this person?

3. Write a report about the individual selected.  The report should meet the following criteria:

-   3-5 pages long 

-  Typed and double-spaced with 1" margins

-  Follow APA or MLA citation style 

The report should include the following:

-  A title page, including project title, student's name & school or homeschool name 

-  A bibliography with at least 3 print sources and 1 Internet source

- Significant life events & important accomplishments of the selected individual

- An explanation of why this person was/is important

4.  Create an art project or display that serves as a visual representation of your subject, such as a diorama, a scrapbook, or an exhibit.  Creativity is encouraged!  

NOTE: The project must stand on its own without the need for additional explanation or presentation from the participant.

5.  Complete the registration slip provided and attach it to your report. 

Judges will be considering the following criteria when selecting a winner:

- Completion of registration slip

- Overall display and presentation

- Quality of research

- Quality of writing

- Quality of Art project

Schools must submit their top ten entries to the Champaign Public Library by 9:00 pm on Thursday, April 1, 2010.  Projects will be judged and winners will be announced at the Awards Ceremony on Sat., May 1, 2010, at the library.

Grand prize winner will received $100.

Prizes will also be awarded to those students whose projects

    exhibit notable merit.
